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Abstracts

Descriptive research has objectives. To study the factors affecting food consumption behavior of
students in grades 1-6. The sample population was 314 students in grades 1-6 The information is a
knowledge test and questionnaire created by the researcher. The data were analyzed by percentage,
mean, standard deviation, Chi-square, Pearson's Product Moment Correlation Coefficient.

1. The students had moderate knowledge of food consumption. Accounted for 68.8%. Attitude
about food consumption was very good. Accounted for 96.2 percent. Food consumption behavior is at a
moderate level.-Representing 68.2 percent.

2. Knowledge of food consumption and food consumption attitudes have no relationship with
dietary behavior.

3. Factors contributing to food consumption and food additive factors have a statistically
significant relationship with food consumption behavior at the 0.05 level.
